14 February 2017 ï Dissemination and Engagement at 
TheMICAM in Milan, Italy 

 
CEC attended the shoe fair TheMICAM in Milan, Italy on 14 February 2017, with a view to 
disseminate the latest results of the CO2shoe project, and obtain additional replies to the 
ñQuestionnaire about the carbon footprint aimed at footwear and footwear-related companiesò. 
 
CEC introduced the project to targeted companies, and invited them to participate in the survey. 
The project fact sheet, latest newsletter, and the survey were handed inside the CO2shoe folder 
as well as the recyclable umbrella lately produced with the logos and website of the project.  
 
Among the companies targeted, which seemed to have an interest in presenting itself as 
ñnatural/eco-friendlyò, were BioNatura, Emma Go, John W Shoes, Natural World Eco, and 
Waldläufer. CEC also spoke to Eco Bio Memorisy Sistema di Memoria Plantare, which is a 
European insole brand.  
 
BioNatura markets its products as being made with natural materials.

Emma Go reduces the C02 carbon footprint of its products by using local suppliers in Alicante, 
Spain, which is in proximity to the brandôs main markets. The selected suppliers also ensure 
that the products are chrome free. http://www.emmago.com  
 
John W. Shoes produces ecological shoes by making many of their models with vegetable 
tanned leathers and their packaging with renewable raw materials. https://www.johnwshoes.de  
 
Memorisy is a trademark for an insole made with a special latex foam.  
 
Natural World Eco states it has an ecological vision in its mission statement, and its practices 
and production are environmentally friendly: the company uses 100% ecological materials 
(cotton, natural rubber), biodegradable materials, and recycled cardboard for the boxes. Its 
products are certified ñMade in Greenò. http://www.naturalworldeco.com  
 
Waldläufer sources leather from suppliers which respect high ecology standards and maintains 
short production routes by manufacturing products in Europe. http://waldläufer.de  
 
 
CEC also handed all the project documentation and materials to the CEC Membersô 
representatives present at the fair. CEC discussed with the director of theMICAM fair the 
possibility to further promote the C02Shoe carbon footprint calculation tool at the next 
TheMICAM in September 2018, by encouraging participating companies to calculate the carbon 
footprint of their pairs of shoes in exchange of an incentive.
